
Monday, June 1 marks the return 
of curbside recycling for Sugar Creek 
residents.

And, separate containers for those 
materials will no longer be neces-
sary. Let the plastic, metal and paper 
co-mingle in one bin! That’s right, 
no more sorting newspapers, maga-
zines, plastics and metal. All that 
will be done at the recycling center.

Recycling bins are now avail-
able for pickup at the Public Works 
Department, 11104 Lake St., between 
the hours of 7 a.m. and 3:30 p.m. 
Monday through Friday. To discour-
age theft, it is recommended that 
residents put their address on their 
recycling bin.

Recycling bins must be at curb-
side by 7 a.m. along with regular 
refuse.

Items to recycle include: Plastic 

(including milk, water and juice 
jugs) that are uncolored HDPE Code 
No. 2 that are rinsed and flattened, 
clear No. 1 plastic soda and food 
containers, Colored HDPE plastic 
Nos. 1-7 where the neck is small-
er than the body of the container 
(including detergent, bleach, some 
shampoo, vegetables and yogurt 
containers that are rinsed), metal 
and aluminum cans and lids that 
are rinsed, flattened boxes, paper 
bags, shredded paper, newspapers, 
magazines, junk mail, office and 
school paper, catalogs, flyers, chip 
and paper board, telephone books, 
egg cartons, cereal boxes (without 
the plastic bags).

When placing recycling items in 
bins, please remember to not place 
any trash into the bins. Household 
waste, animal waste, and glass are 

not recyclable at the curbside. Other 
unacceptable items are: needles or 
syringes, hazardous or biohazard 
waste, PVC foam cups, drinking 
glasses, plate glass, glass, mirrors, 
broken glass, motor oil, foam pack-
ing material, tempered glass, ceram-
ics and all other non-recyclable 
items.

Antifreeze, motor oil, oil filters, 
car batteries, fluorescent light bulbs, 
and paint can be recycled at the 
Household Hazardous Waste facility 
in Kansas City, Mo.

As always, the drop off of recy-
clables is still available for residents 
at the bins at Kentucky Ave. and 
Rick Sutcliff Dr.

YARDWASTE REMINDER– Thursday yard waste procedures:
Set out yard waste by 7:00 a.m. on Thursday’s
Place items in containers.
Containers can not be over 65 Lbs.
Cut, tie, and bundle all brush.
Do not use wire to tie brush.
Use Kraft bags - NO PLASTIC BAGS.
 Regular household refuse cannot be included in yard waste 

pickup.  If regular solid waste is detected in yard waste collection, it 
will not be picked up.

FROM THE WATER DEPLARTMENT– A reminder to all residents 
that water meters can NOT be turned on by homeowner or a contrac-
tors.

If you need to have the meter turned off for repairs please contact 
city hall.  Public works will receive a work order from city hall to 
contact homeowner.  Thank you for your cooperation.

USE LAWN CHEMICALS WISELY: Lawn chemicals are the fertil-
izers, herbicides, pesticides and insecticides used in lawn and garden 
care.
